The body of Christ is focused around
community, caring for one another and using
our gifts to encourage each other in the faith
journey. The army of God is centred on reach-
ing those who are hurt and lost in our sphere
of the world. A balance.

As a church we live in this creative tension of
the body and the army. To enable us to
continue to effectively live in this tension we
have:

=  The Holy Spirit to enable us with the
presence and power of God. Without this
we are just another organization. It is the
Spirits role within us to be the arms and
feet of our Lord in the world and to one
another.

=  The Word of God provides focus for us in
this tension. On the one hand it propels
us to be like Christ and seek and save
the lost whilst reminding us to minister to
out brothers and sisters in the family of
God.
