The Mission ship “DOULOS” of the “Operation Mobilisation
(OM) has arrived in Sydney to stay until 7 September and has
a berth in Darling Harbour, Wharf 8 (entry at Sussex Street,
opp. Napoleon St). Easy access!!

Last Thursday morning was the festive arrival with hundreds
of young volunteers hanging out their national flags over the
railing.

Tina has organised for a group of these young missionaries to
come and speak for our Youth Group on September 5.

Go and See the world’s oldest (93yrs) ocean-going pas-
senger ship! “Doulos” is staffed by 330 Christian volunteers
from 50 different countries, among which many Australians.
The captain is from Perth. During the last 30 years “Doulos”
has visited more than 500 ports in over 100 nations.
